     Despite outgaining Hopkinsville 244-170 in total yards, the Patriots dropped a 20-14 overtime decision to the Tigers Friday night at the Stadium of Champions in Hopkinsville. Seniors Austin Napier and Austin York were the workhorses for ACS. Napier had 138 all-purpose yards---including a 50-yard pass to York--which helped AC-S to their first score. York caught five passes for 86 yards, punted six times for 208 yards and was in on seven tackles. 


   Senior Kasey Johnston stepped in at the quarterback spot for Connor Ross. Finding out Wednesday that Ross was out for the year, Johnston responded with a 9-20 night. Johnston passed for 99 yards and two touchdowns. His 27-yard TD pass to Nate Nelms capped off AC-S’s first scoring drive of 80 yards in 10 plays. Johnston later hit Charlie Trapp for a seven yard score.

Rules for a Concussed Athlete


Basic concussion rules from the KHSAA


The National Federation of High Schools has implemented a standard rule in all sports dealing with concussions in student-athletes.  The basic rule states:


“Any athlete who exhibits signs, symptoms, or behaviors consistent with a concussion (such as loss of consciousness, headache, dizziness, confusion, or balance problems) shall be immediately removed from the contest and shall not return to play until cleared by an appropriate health-care professional.”


Some familiar questions with concussions are:


Who decides if an athlete has been concussed (has had a concussion)?


-A MD (medical doctor), PA (Physician’s Assistant), ARNP (Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioner), or ATC (Certified Athletic Trainer: Stacey) is empowered to make the onsite determination that an athlete has received a concussion.  If any of these individuals has answered “yes” there has been a concussion, that decision is final.


What is the role of contest officials in administering the new rule?


-Officials are to review and know the signs and symptoms of concussion and to direct immediate removal of any athlete who displays these signs and symptoms.  Officials have no other role in the process dealing with this rule change.


Can an athlete return to play on the same day as he/she has received a concussion?


-No, under no circumstances can that athlete return to play in that event that day.  


Once the day has completed, who can issue authorization to return to practice/competition in the sport?


-Once a concussion has been diagnosed by one of the above listed on site providers, only an MD or DO can authorize subsequent return to play, and such shall be in writing to the administration of the school.  After medical clearance, return to play should follow a step-wise protocol with provisions for delayed return to play based upon the return of any signs or symptoms.  For example, the athlete is tested with cardio, weight-lifting, plyometrics, light contact, and full contact over a period of time to see if any symptoms returns.  Once the athlete is asymptomatic (no symptoms) throughout all tests then the athlete may return to practice/games.  This process may take a few days to a week depending on the severity of the concussion.
